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1) Would your party punish people who possess small amounts of illicit drugs for personal use, without any intention to sell? 
No, it wouldn’t.
2) Does your party oppose or support taxing and regulating cannabis and selling it in special shops only for adults? 

We support full legalization of light drugs and the implementation of the same conditions tobacco has, i.e. the regulation of consumer age, limitation of smoking locations, etc. In regards to taxation, the normal tax rate of 19% would suffice – the “consumer” tax that includes tobacco would not be necessary.
3) Would your party punish people who smoke cannabis as a medicine prescribed by their doctors to treat the symptoms of multiple sclerosis, AIDS, cancer or glaucoma?

No, we supported a presidential act of pardon for one of these cases.
4) What is your party’s position on opiate substitution treatment for heroin users? Would you allow opening new programs and increase access to these services?

Yes, we support the policy of reducing risks. 

5) Does your party support needle and syringe exchange programs to prevent the spread of blood-born infections? 

Yes, it does.
6) Does your party support supervised injection rooms and/or heroin maintenance for chronic heroin dependent persons?

Yes, it does.
7) What does your party consider the most important elements of a successful drug policy?

We do not approve of neither repressive policy, the enforcement of police authority nor the waging of “wars” against addictive substances. We regard the complete liberalization of the light drugs sector and regulated liberalization of the hard drugs sector (e.g. the present conduct with medicaments) as effective and purposeful.
8) Would your party welcome a fundamental debate on the arguments pro and contra prohibition versus legalization of drugs?
Yes, we support full decriminalization of all addictive drug use, the policy of reducing subsidiary damage as well as the possibility of regulated, legal distribution (e.g. the system in Netherlands).
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
